*Reasons why members cannot participate in Dunmore East Triathlon (& advantages of being in the club)
All new members are allowed to take part in our race in Dunmore East in their 1st year of membership.   After that, it is expected that all members will help out with the organisation of the race on the day.

Some people may feel that it is unfair that they cannot participate in their own club triathlon but there are a number of valid reasons for this. 

The main reason is that, for us, as a club to organise this race safely and professionally we need the help of at least 80 marshals on they day.  Our race will have over 500 athletes from all over Ireland and abroad taking part and we have a great reputation of putting on a great race.  There are various jobs to be done on the day. eg. Athlete registration, goody bags to be filled, transition set up and cleared away afterwards, marshal at all junction on the route, traffic and parking management, etc.  
As well as holding a triathlon in Dunmore East, we also hold 2 duathlons in Butlerstown & Fenor.  We usually try to get members to marshal 1 of these races and take part in the other one if they so wish.  

It is from these races, mainly our Triathlon, that we get money to fund the club.  If we cannot get marshals to help us on the day, we cannot hold the races which means we do not get any money for the club.

All money that we get from these races is put towards various things:

· Subsidised swimming lessons

· Subsidised club gear

· Club duathlons over winter months

· Various talks & training days
· Club nights out

In 2010, there were 8 other triathlon races held locally (within 1 hours drive from Waterford) so there are still plenty of other races which people can do without having to travel too far so you don’t have to feel you are missing out.  

Other advantages of being in the club include:

· Free cycle time trials in the summer

· Organised open water swimming sessions all summer
· Various organised run & cycle groups catering for all abilities
· We have all abilities, from some of Irelands top athletes to beginners

· Club duathlons over winter months

· Text alerts re. race opening dates, training sessions, etc.

· Organised (cheap) club accommodation for weekend away races (which we do many of) at home and abroad
· Club discounts in various sports shops, leisure centres, Phsyios, in Waterford

· Organised Training weekends away

· Race reports in local newspapers & club website every week

· Active Forum discussions

As you can see, there are many advantages of being a member of Waterford Triathlon Club and giving up 1 or 2 days to help marshal our races to help fund our club is not a whole lot to ask.  
We have a reputation of being a very friendly, sociable, strong and extremely well organised club and it’s all our members who contribute to this.
